ASSEMBLY & START LINE

. Forthe safety of yourself and other participants, please start in the correct wave based on
your expected finish time/fithess level. Starting too far forward can create congestion and
Increases the risk of runners being bumped, tripped, or involved in a fall as faster participants
try to move through the field. Walkers are not permitted in Wave 1

The assembly area is located behind the clearly marked start gantry and is divided into
designated waves. These waves are planned for the safety, comfort, and enjoyment of all
participants.

* National Championship competitors: Your timing is based on gun time, so please ensure
you start in Wave 1.

We’ll have 3 start waves:

e Wave 1: National Championships & Runners targeting sub 35 minutes
e Wave 2: Runners targeting 36-45 minutes
e Wave 3: Runners /Joggers/ Walkers targeting 46 minutes and above

(® Please note: You will receive an accurate chip time—this means your race time begins only
when you cross the start line, not when the gun goes off. So there's absolutely no need to push
forward or crowd the front.
